
Volunteer Positions 
VBS Rainforest Adventure  

 

Pre-K Teacher: Read a story and do simple crafts with children ages 3½ to 5 years 
(children not yet in kindergarten).  Lesson and craft are prepared ahead of time for you.  
It is required you attend a VBS overview training and also have a Safe Church clearance, 
Tier 1 level. This position requires volunteering at least 2 days in order to provide a 
consistent adult presence for the children. 
 
Pre-K Adult Assistant: Read a story and do simple crafts with children ages 3½ to 5 
years (children not yet in kindergarten).  It is required you attend a VBS overview 
training and also have a Safe Church clearance, Tier 2 level.  
 
Toddler/Nursery Adult Assistant: Provide additional adult care for babies and toddlers, 
under the supervision of a paid nursery attendant. 
 
Kindergarten/1st grade Teacher: Teach a short lesson with a simple craft to children 
entering kindergarten and 1st grade).  Lesson and craft are prepared ahead of time for 
you.  It is required you attend a VBS overview training and also have a Safe Church 
clearance, Tier 1 level. This position requires volunteering at least 2 days in order to 
provide a consistent adult presence for the children. 
 
K/1st grade Adult Assistant: Assist the group leader in a specific area –craft, story, or 
game with children from various age groups.  This position requires attendance at a VBS 
overview training as well as Safe Church clearance, Tier 2 level. 
 
Elementary Leader: Teach the children from various age groups (entering 2nd through 
entering 5th grade) in a specific area - craft, story, or game. All materials and lessons 
will be prepared and supplied to you beforehand. This position requires attendance at a 
VBS overview training as well as Safe Church clearance, Tier 1 level.  
 
Elementary Assistant: Assist the group leader in a specific area –craft, story, or game 
with children from various age groups.  This position requires attendance at a VBS 
overview training as well as Safe Church clearance, Tier 2 level. 
 
Snack Coordinator:  Organize and prepare/purchase (budget provided) simple healthy 
snacks for the children. Schedule snack helpers (see below) to assist you.  
 
Snack Helper: Assist with the preparation and delivery of snacks for the children. 
 



Volunteer Refreshment Coordinator:  Set up and clean up the volunteer break area: 
providing coffee, juice and simple snacks like fruit, muffins, bagels with cream cheese, 
etc. Set up by 8:40; clean up before noon. 
 
Volunteer Refreshment Helper: Bring in refreshments for volunteers. To fulfill the 3 
hour volunteer obligation, you must also volunteer for some other duty.  
 
Craft prep assistant: Attend scheduled work days to prepare crafts at the church or 
take materials home to prepare. 
 
Craft materials provider: Collect or purchase craft supplies, decorations, and other 
materials for various uses during VBS. 
 
Decorate Social Hall:  Attend scheduled work day (Sat. July 19, 9:30 am to 12:30 pm) to 
decorate the social hall and other areas in a rainforest theme.  
 
Un-decorate Social Hall:  Attend scheduled work day (Friday, July 25, 9:30 am to 12:30 
pm) to take down and put away decorations and classroom supplies.  
 
Pre-K Registration Check-In:  Help with security and check-in of the pre-k class. This 
position requires that you arrive by 8:45 am and that you volunteer for at least two 
days. To fulfill the 3 hour volunteer obligation, consider volunteering 4 days or helping 
with some other activity.   
 
Pre-K Registration Check-Out:  Help with security and check-out of the pre-k class and 
organizing the desk for the am. This position requires that you arrive 15 minutes before 
check-out time (noon) and that you volunteer for at least two days.  To fulfill the 3 hour 
volunteer obligation, consider volunteering 4 days or helping with some other activity.   
 
Elementary Registration Check-in:  Help with check-in of elementary children 2nd grade 
to entering 5th. This position requires that you sign-up for both Monday and Tuesday, 
and you arrive by 8:45 am. To fulfill the 3 hour volunteer obligation, it is recommended 
you volunteer on the refreshment/snack schedule.
